Definitions and Scope 

1. Open Educational Resources(OER)are learning, teaching and
researchmaterials in any format and medium that reside in the
public domain or are under copyright that have been released
under an open license, that permit no-cost access,re-use, re-
purpose,adaptation andredistribution by others.

2. Open license refers to a license that respects the intellectual
property rights of the copyright owner and providespermissions
grantingthe public the rights to access,re-use,re-purpose,adapt
andredistribute educationalmaterials.

What is Copyright?
ÇCopyright is a form of legal protection automatically provided to the 

authors of “original works of authorship,” 

ÇU.S. copyright law generally gives the author/creator of an original 
creative work an exclusive right to:

1. Reproduce (copy) or distribute the original work to the public (e.g., create and 
sell copies of a film)

2. Create new works based upon the original work (e.g., make a movie based on a 
book)

3. Perform or display the work publicly (e.g., perform a play)

4. Copyright protection lasts for the life of the author plus an additional 70 years.

Violation of one of these rights is called copyright infringement.



What is Fair Use?
ÇFair use is a copyright principle based on the belief that the public is 

entitled to freely use portions of copyrighted materials. What that 
looks like in practice varies and depends on an analysis of four 
different factors:

1. Purpose and character of your use

2. Nature of the copyrighted work

3. Amount used

4. Effect upon the market
